Dear NC-ACDA Children’s Honor Choir Directors, 
 
Thank you for the high quality of applicants you submitted for the NC-ACDA Children’s Honor 
Choir and for your continued work with those students who will be joining us March 5-6, 2010 in 
Minneapolis.  We are excited about the caliber of singers this choir represents and know that Ms. 
Quilichini will enjoy working with them. 
 
Due to the repertoire that Ms. Quilichini has chosen, we are reassigning our singers originally 
designated as “Soprano 2”.  Most of the music has only two parts; however, one piece (“Mi’kmaq 
Honour Song”) is divided into four parts.  Therefore, in order to achieve the best blend possible, we 
have listed the students now as simply Sopranos and Altos, with parts specified further for 
“Mi’kmaq”.  On “Will there really be a ‘Morning’?”, Sopranos will sing Soprano 1 and Altos will sing 
Soprano 2.  We worked with the committee that held our Listening Session to divide our singers in a 
way that will still best fit your students’ voices; however, if you have a concern regarding the part 
your student has been assigned, please contact me. 
 
“Mi’kmaq Honour Song” also features some animal sounds (the loon sound made by blowing 
through the fingers of two hands interlocked into a fist, birdcalls, owls, chipmunks and wolves).  If 
you have any students who can mimic these sounds (particularly the loon and the wolf), 
please email me.  Other notes on “Mi’kmaq” from Ms. Quilichini…  For the cluster, don’t worry 
too much about getting the exact half steps if that becomes too challenging.  The main point is for 
half the group to move upward and the other half to move downward as Ms. Quilichini moves her 
hands outward from the center to create “a wash of sound” that should “shimmer and create an 
atmosphere of beauty and mystery”.  The group on the chant should focus on learning their part 
really well in unison first before trying it as a canon.
